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In selecting the lyrics used for the Song of Songs (also known as the Song of Soloman) I have read many
translations/commentaries and have chosen the words and sentiment which appeal to my own
understanding. In particular, one historian (via an internet search on the song) has brought to
light the fact that King Soloman had often pursued his predilection for mixing amongst ordinary folk
whilst hiding his true identity. So, for me I find appeal in the possibility that the Song of Songs is an
actual recording of a real life event which happened between the king and an attractive young dark-skinned
lady from a remote village in the Levant sometime around 935 BC (new chronglogy date). _
